- II group from 25 to 40 years of age.

1. an oratorio aria, baroque or classical,

2. a song by a Polish composer,

3. a song by a foreign composer,

4. a free composition,

**5. operetta aria, musical or contemporary piece (applies to students with a bachelor's degree).

GROUP II

1. oratorio aria, baroque or classical,

2. any opera aria,

3. a song by a Polish composer,

4. a song by a foreign composer,

5. operetta aria, musical or contemporary piece.

In songs, transposition is allowed. Opera arias in the original key and language. The program is performed from memory. Duration up to 20 minutes.

10. Participants of the Competition and Laureates may not make financial claims and agree to make their image public.

11.The competition auditions are judged by a jury, appointed by the Artistic Director of the Vocal Competition "Bella Voce". - Dr. Roma Owsinska. The deliberations of the jury are secret, and the decisions are final. 

12. The participant performs three songs - one chosen by himself and two chosen by the Jury.

13. the Competition will award the following prizes to the Laureates:

Group I:

1st prize - PLN 2000

Second prize - PLN 1000

Third prize - PLN 500

Group II:

1st prize - PLN 5000

II prize - PLN 3000

III prize - PLN 2000

Distinctions (Awards in kind)

14. Participants who win a prize or honorable mention are required to perform

in the Laureate Concert with a program determined by the jury.

15. It is left to the discretion of the jury to change the amount of individual prizes.
